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Hartfield’s new Medical Centre

A mini opening ceremony took place on the 2" November before the
practice opened its doors to patients on the 4™ November.  This was the
culmination of years of effort by Hartfield Parish Council to retain medical
provision in the village after the retirement of former GP Dr. Peter Furneaux.
We were lucky enough to be supported strongly by Graham Credland of the
Primary Care Trust working with the Doctors from the Groombridge &
Hartfield Medical Practice and Lord & Lady De La Warr who are the owners
of the building on their land at Old Crown Farm. It is rented back to the
practice on a 25 year lease. Having worked in cramped conditions out of a
portacabin for the last six years. the Doctors and staff are all delighted to
have such spacious and practical premises in which to work.

The Doctors organised an open day on Saturday morning the 5" December to show off their new premises to
parishioners who enjoyed refreshments including mulled wine and minced pies whilst inspecting the wonderful
facilities of numerous consulting and treatment rooms at the new Medical Centre.

Rights of Way

LAMBERTS BRIDLEWAY After long negotiations, the bridleway at Lamberts is now open. It is thanks
to the landowners that riders have a new “Rolls Royce” path taking them from Newbridge directly
onto Ashdown Forest to the west, thus minimising the amount of time spent on the busy road joining
Colemans Hatch to Kidds Hill. The route of the path is slightly south-east of that previously claimed,
even though the start and finish points remain the same. Riders and walkers alike appreciate the
increased safety the path offers and the Parish Council thanks Mr and Mrs Noddings for making it
m_*_”!‘“_ q possible.

OLD CROWN FARM TO CHARTNERS FARM This footpath has taken quite a battering since the start of
building work at and behind the old farm buildings. The way has been seriously churned up by site traffic and the
recent wet weather has turned it into a mud bath. Of greater concern has been the digging up of the footpath to
accommodate a drainage pond for the surrounding area. Wealden came to inspect the infringement of planning
permission and the footpath has been reinstated. Other concerns in this area are the apparent depth of the pond so
close to a footpath and the new housing. This will be closely monitored.

THE MEDWAY BRIDGE on the path leading to Chartners remains in need of repair. We have been
promised by East Sussex County Council it will receive early attention in 2010 and we will continue to press for
action. The public should be aware that this bridge is considered dangerous and the path is officially closed.

FAIRCOTE HALL- Footpath 15 continues to cross the disputed sand school. This issue cannot be
resolved until a decision is made by Wealden District Council concerning the future of the sand school built contrary
to planning permission over a public ROW. Meanwhile walkers are encouraged to cross with care and to be aware
there may be horses exercising in the sand school. Riders MUST give way to walkers on this footpath.

THE NEW POOH BRIDGE PATH from the Pooh car park is a step nearer coming into service. ESCC have
agreed all the financial arrangements and are currently negotiating a legal agreement with the landowner.
Eventually there will be a new car park and woodland path to accommodate visitors to this popular attraction.

THE FOREST WAY BRIDGE AT BALLS GREEN has reopened following repairs.

The Working Party has been out each month checking on paths and stiles. It is the Landowners’
responsibility to keep public Rights of Way open and unobstructed but the Working Party helps
out with light clearing, where necessary, and works with Landowners when stiles need repairing or
paths are obstructed. If there are any others who would like to join the working party, contact Jo
Edwarde on 01892 770201. We meet once a month and enjoy beautiful country walks while
making a positive contribution to maintaining the Rights of Way.

The Rights of Way committee is delighted to welcome Clir Mike Colenutt as a new member. Mike
has also joined the monthly working party and has already helped with clearing paths and repairing stiles.

The Coalyard

The PC is urging Town & Country Housing Group to complete the contract for the sale of part of
the yard without further delay as contracts were exchanged in March and full planning permission
for nine affordable houses was obtained in July. Our latest information is that the Deed of
Easement already signed by the Buckhurst Estate will be released once some action is taken by
TCHG. We asked for an update from TCHG and apart from finalising the Deed of Easement they

St state: “We have selected the lowest tenderer and are liaising with the Housing Corporation to
obtain fundlng support and await a response from the Council on current funding availability. We want to tie up
both of these issues before Christmas but cannot promise anything at this stage”. Meanwhile the Parish Council is
drawing up plans for the conversion of the historic goods shed pictured here in use from a BBC Archive film.

Hartfield Speed Indicator Device ( S.I.D.)
Is a machine that is sited by the side of the road and
SMILES if you drive within the speed limit and SCOWLS if you exceed.

Hartfield PC jointly owns a SID with Forest Row and it has recently been used in a campaign to reduce speed over
the Ashdown Forest where the limit is 40 mph. Hartfield belongs to the Ashdown Forest Villages Road Safety
Partnership along with Maresfield, Withyham and Forest Row. You may have seen the SIDs in use over the Forest
with our own Hartfield SID positioned in a lay-by at Chuck Hatch last September. We operated twice a day Monday
to Thursday 7.30 to 9.30 and 4.30 to 6.30 Approx. 1100 vehicles went by with about 30% exceeding the 40mph,
although the vast majority slowed when they saw the SID. On the Friday, Sussex Police were out enforcing the
speed limit. They issued 19 Fixed Penalty tickets (£ 60 fine + 3 Points) during the day.

Two more volunteers are needed to operate the machine and they have to be trained. This takes about 2 hours and
is done at the Ashdown Forest Centre. Another campaign is planned for w/c 10 May 2010 and Hartfield are looking
for volunteers to operate the SID

War Memorials

The Parish Council has recently re-surveyed the Parish Assets and assisted by a contribution from the British Legion,
we turned our attention to refurbishing the War Memorial in the centre of the village . Tom Mitchell has made a
marvellous job replacing the rotten wooden posts surrounding the memorial but there is much work needed to
enhance the old inscriptions as well as add new names and this work is very expensive so we have made a grant
application and are waiting for various quotations to come in.

James Castle is the official Royal British Legion Standard Bearer for our parish and he
recently started a project to try to identify all those listed on the parish War Memorials.
He has been quite successful in recording the circumstances of most of the soldiers’
deaths however he would be very pleased to receive photographs of any of the deceased
or any further information their families can supply. James would be particularly
interested if anyone knows of a descendant of the Fielder family of Perryhill who lost two
sons in the First World War. Cecil Fielder is potentially one of the men buried in a mass
grave at Fromelle in France and those involved in identifying the victims are currently
trying to find living families so that they can match DNA. James eventually hopes to make
a complete record of all his findings and deposit one copy with the local history group,
one with the village school and perhaps one with the Records Office in Lewes.

Parishioners may have noticed the "Field of Remembrance" currently in front of the War Memorial. This was placed
there by children from the village school on 11th November and records all those names listed on the Hartfield and
Colemans Hatch War Memorials, plus those since located during his research. There are currently an extra six
names, more are being researched and it is hoped that these new names may be recorded and recognised by a
plaque either in the High Street or in the church. There are also three civilians who died from enemy action and
currently have no memorial.
